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The Boy Scouts of America has established the following guidelines for its members' 
participation in camping activities: 

 
Overnight camping by second- and third-grade Cub Scout dens or Cub Scout packs (other than at an approved 
local council resident camping facility) is not approved, and certificates of liability insurance will not be 
provided by the Boy Scouts of America. 
Cub Scouts (second- and third-graders) and Webelos Scouts (fourth- and fifth-graders) may participate in a 
resident overnight camping program covering at least two nights and operating under certified leadership in an 
established Scout camp operated by the council during the normal camping season. 
A Webelos Scout may participate in overnight den camping when supervised by his mother or father. If a parent 
cannot attend, arrangements must be made by the boy's family for another youth's parent (but not the Webelos 
leader) or another adult relative or friend to be a substitute at the campout. No parent should be responsible for 
more than one boy other than his or her own. 
It is essential that each Webelos Scout be under the supervision of an adult. Joint Webelos den-troop campouts 
are encouraged for dens of fifth-grade Webelos Scouts with their parents to strengthen ties between the pack and 
troop. Den leaders, pack leaders, and parents are expected to accompany the boys on approved trips. 
Tiger Cubs are limited to boy-parent excursions or program-managed family camping designed for the entire 
family. 

Family Camping 
Family camping: an outdoor camping experience, other than resident camping, that involves Cub Scouting, Boy 
Scouting, or Venturing program elements in overnight settings with two or more family members, including at least 
one BSA member of that family. Parents are responsible for the supervision of their children, and Youth 
Protection guidelines apply. It is mandatory that Cub and Boy Scout leaders receive Youth Protection training 
about potential child abuse situations, how to recognize an abused child, and how to act if a child confides to a 
Scout leader. This program includes a videotape and discussion to help Scout leaders be prepared. (See appendix) 

Recreational family camping 
Recreational family camping: when Scouting families’ camp as a family unit outside of an organized program. It 
is a non-structured camping experience, but is conducted within a Scouting framework on local council-owned 
or -managed property. Local councils may have family camping grounds available for rental at reasonable rates. 
Other resources may include equipment, information, and training. 

Program-managed family camping 
The local council or unit provides all of the elements of the outdoor experience on one or more days, with major 
program areas staffed. Many times this includes food service, housing and complete program schedule. Cub 
Scout unit family programs must have local council approval. These events must be held on council-owned or -
managed property or, at the local council's option, in council-approved city, county, state, or federal parks. 
Model A: typically a weekend experience for the Scout member and an adult member of his family. Examples: 
dad-and-lad, mom-and-me, and parent-and-pal. 
Model B: an outdoor experience of one or more days at a set BSA-owned or -managed camping location where 
the Scout's entire family is encouraged to participate. All Scouts registered in Boy Scout troops are eligible to 
participate in troop or patrol overnight campouts, camporees, and resident camps. Boy Scouts and Varsity Scouts 
12 through 17 are eligible to participate in national jamborees. Boy Scouts and Varsity Scouts 13 through 17 are 
also eligible to participate in world jamborees and high-adventure programs. All youth registered in Venturing 
are eligible to participate in crew, district, council, and national Venturing activities. Venturers are eligible to 
participate in national high-adventure programs, and on a limited basis, world jamborees. Venturers are eligible 
to participate in Boy Scout Resident Camp if registered and attending with a troop. If a well-meaning leader 
brings along a child who does not meet these age guidelines, disservice is done to the unit because of distractions 
often caused by younger children. A disservice is done to the child, who is not trained to participate in such an 
activity and who, as a nonmember of the group, may be ignored by the older campers. 

Tour Permits 
If a unit plans a trip within 500 miles of the home base, it is important that the unit obtain a local tour permit. A 
national tour permit is required for trips in excess of 500 miles from home or outside the continental United 
States. (See samples of both in the appendix.) Tour permits have become recognized by national parks, military 
institutions, and other organizations as proof that a unit activity has been well planned and organized and is 
under capable and qualified leadership. These organizations may require the tour permit for entry. 
Most short, in-town den trips of a few hours do not require a tour permit; however, it is recommended that dens 
obtain permission slips from parents.

Instead of just doing 10 
places, we felt that we could jointly combine our talents and create a resource booklet that 
would help both Cub and Boy Scout leaders and our community. We hope that these 
resources will inspire ideas of where to go and contacts for you so that you can have fun in 
your Packs and Troops.

1. Before you call, check your Cub Scout book to know the areas to be covered. If 
possible, copy the section for the speaker/presenter to have so that they know the 
areas you want them to talk about or demonstrate. Your eagerness and attention to 
their needs can help persuade them to say yes to your request. 
 
2. Try to remember that they operate a business—don’t call or walk in during their 
busiest times to see if you can set up a tour. 
 
3. Remind the scouts that they are guests and they should act respectful during the 
tour or presentation. This will ensure that other scouts can also benefit from a future 
tour. 
 
4. It is courteous to send or give your presenter a Thank you card signed by the 
scouts as to how or why they enjoyed the visit. 
 
Fast Food: Pizza, Burgers, etc… Call local restaurants; talk to managers about 
available tours. 
 
Work Shops and Home businesses: Check town and country ads in news paper 
for produce farms, soap making, bee farms, herbs & flowers, wood carvers, etc… 
some will let you tour, others may come in to give a talk. 
 
Handy Man, Engineer: Check with car washes, muffler shops, surveyors, and 
builders; ask about tours of business or job sites. They may be willing to come to a 
meeting to give a talk. 
 
Geologist, Astronomy: Check with the University of Findlay, Ohio Northern 
University in Ada and local school Science Teachers. 
 
Genealogy, Communication, Sign Language: Check with the University of Findlay, 
Ohio Northern University in Ada, your local School and school computer labs, and 
Local Libraries. 
 
First Aide, Ready Man: Check with Nurse, EMT, and Volunteer Firemen. 
 
Other Tour / Resources: Fire Stations, Police Stations, Courthouse, Hospitals, 
Dentist Office, Veterinarian, and Radio Stations. 
 
All adult members of your pack are possible resources. Ask them about their places 
of employment and hobbies. Check with your Cubmaster to see the Pack Resource 
sheets (see appendix for a copy) that each parent should complete when joining the 
pack.

The Black Heritage Library BHL was established by Nina G. Parker, a Findlay native with a 
sincere concern regarding the limited amount of information on African and African-
American history. The idea for a library was realized in 1982, which was originally housed in 
Mason Chapel African Methodist Episcopal Church. In July of 1987, a building was acquired 
to separately house the Library. In order to provide greater services for the community and to 
accommodate the growing inventory of books, art and artifacts, the Library now has a new 
permanent home at 817 Harmon St. in Findlay. This facility was acquired in June 1994. It has 
over 2,600 square feet, is handicapped accessible, and allows for adequate parking. A new 
cultural center addition (The John C. Sausser Heritage Learning Room) was completed in 
July 2000. Findlay’s Millstream Carpentry & Renovation students and teachers built the 
approximately 1300 square foot addition. The addition houses: 
Over 2400 volumes with information available for all ages 
Black Heritage U.S. Commemorative Stamps dated 1940’s to present 
A collection of audio-visual materials including video, audio-cassettes, and CD selections 
A showcase of authentic African, African-American, and Caribbean art and artifacts 
An assortment of visual aids, state of the art computers, printers and scanners 
In-house gift shop with cultural arts, crafts and greeting cards 
In memory of and honorary gift book recognition 
It is the only public library in the world to feature the “Black Wings” exhibit donated by the 
Smithsonian Institution. This exhibit is a photographic history of Black Aviators from the 
Second World War to the Space Shuttle Program. The exhibition is available for loan to 
schools, businesses, and organizations. (A donation is requested). 
The Library and Cultural Center provides services such as outreach to head start, daycare 
centers, schools, colleges, service clubs, churches, etc. The Library sponsors various programs 
such as the annual Martin Luther King programs, Kwanzaa celebrations, Townhouse meetings 
on racial reconciliation and healing, Heritage Celebrations, Black History Month programs 
and celebrations, etc. through the year to promote understanding and increase educational 
awareness of cultural diversity. 
The Library is independently operated and managed by the B.S.L.A (Black Studies & Library 
Association). The BHL serves as an important and integral education and research base for 
students, educators, business people and the community at large. It provides a source of ethnic 
pride and cultural identification for African-Americans and promotes increased understanding 
and appreciation in others. Members of B.S.L.A. and community volunteers perform librarian 
services and duties. Membership is open to the public.

 Old Mill Stream Parkway Guide 
A series of parks, historical areas, fishing and small boat access sites meander along the 
Blanchard River from East point in Marion Township at Co. Rd. 95, west to Blanchard 
Landing in Blanchard Township at State Route 235. These scenic overlooks with trails and 
picnic sites are part of the Greenway called the “Old Mill Stream Parkway”. 
 Nature Preserves Guide (Oakwoods and Blue Rock) 
Woods, water, and watch able wildlife are major attractions to these two dedicated nature 
preserves of the parks system. Loop trails from parking lots take visitors away from the hectic 
pace of city-life to beautiful open spaces and green places. 
Oakwoods Nature Preserve & Discovery Center – Located southwest of Findlay off 
Oakwoods Lane (near I-75), the best of Hancock County’s habitats can be seen along trails, at 
Shank Lake (fishing permits required), in forests, wetlands, and the prairie. The Park 
District’s Richard S. “Doc” Phillips Discovery Center hosts outdoor education activities the 
year around. Exhibits, field studies, group activities by reservation and loaner-fishing poles 
for the Lake lead the list. Other features - boardwalk entry, restrooms, and lake overlook. 
Blue Rock Nature Preserve - This wetlands preserve southeast of Findlay near the Hospital 
(look for water tower nearby) has trails, parking, and overlook deck but no restrooms. 
 Heritage Trail Guide 
A 20-mile, nationally recognized Boy Scout Trail extends west of Findlay from Indian Green 
Cemetery on SR 224, east to Van Horn Cemetery north of Mt. Blanchard, along the River 
through Hancock County. Roadside and primitive off-road paths links local and regional 
history for walkers to learn along the way. Register at HPD Office for trail guide and hikers 
information. Overnight stay at Riverbend Campgrounds (fee) recommended. Colorful patch 
and medal for sale after completing trail. 
 Blanchard River Greenway Trails 
Planned for Yr. 2000 construction. Paved shared-use rail-trail on old Baltimore and Ohio 
Railroad bed will connect Findlay High School, Millstream Career Cooperative, University of 
Findlay, and Downtown Findlay to City and Park District facilities. 
 Handlebar Hollow Off-Road Mountain Bike Trail 
Located between River Landings and Swale Parks on the north bank of the Blanchard River in 
Findlay, this one-way, 2 mile, dirt trail winds through woods, wetlands, and rolling riverbanks 
- a real challenge for mountain bikers. Detailed map available at bike shops and HPD Office. 
 Forest G. Hall Fairgrounds Memorial Park 
Mini-park next to Hancock County Fair Board Office, in the heart of the fairgrounds, provides 
shaded resting-place. Scheduled entertainment at fair time. 
 Fitness Centers 
Parks are for fun and fitness. The “FITCORE” center on the Blanchard River Bike path near 
Blanchard Street in Findlay has clustered outdoor exercise equipment and instructions. At 
Riverbend, the Fit Trail has 20 stations of outdoor exercise equipment along a two mile 
jogging trail. Caution with area schools cross-country track teams coming up behind you on 
some trails. Every trail is a healthy, aerobic exercise. 
 Happy Trails for You 
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Walking for fun and exercise is naturally suited to the parks. Miles are measured and posted 
around the top of the Findlay Reservoirs, as well as the route of the annual  “Raccoon Run” at 
Riverbend on roads around the Reservoirs. The most popular trails have also be measured and 
listed on a brochure available at the HPD Office. Try different locations, lengths, and seasons 
of the year, just for the fun of it. Let others know where you are going, and take a friend. 
 Riverbend Guide (Reservoir Area) 
Located east of Findlay (3 miles), off State Route568, this largest outdoor recreation facility 
in Hancock County is a cooperative effort with the City of Findlay and Park District. A

Sullivan Johnson Museum-233 N. Main, Kenton, exhibits historical collections such as 
Kenton cast iron toys, Machetanz Alaskan art, Jacob Parrot (nation’s 1st Medal of Honor 
recipient) militaria, and other historic treasures. 
 

Doughtery House-215 N. Detroit, Kenton, restored Italianate “villa” home provides a 
backdrop for decorative arts and romantic heirlooms of the Gilded Age.

Logan camped. Cr 265 follows an old Indian thoroughfare towards Upper Sandusky. Today, 
the area is the heart of a large Amish community. 
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Painter Creek-SR 31 North of Mt. Victory, “Painters” as panthers were called, are still 
occasionally sighted in the county.

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Youth Protection guidelines 
 

Because of the great concern the Boy Scouts of America has for the problem of child abuse in 
our society, the Youth Protection program has been developed to help safeguard both our 
youth and adult members. Published and videotaped materials have been prepared to give 
professionals and volunteers information on the resources available for educating our 
membership about child abuse - how to avoid it, how to identify it, and how to deal with it. 
These materials and local council training programs are designed to give parents and their 
children basic information that will increase their awareness and sense of personal power to 
assist in their own self-protection. 
 
Unit leaders can learn more from these materials:  
 

Youth Protection Training for Adult Leaders, No. AV-09V001A. This is a comprehensive 
youth protection training program for all BSA professionals and volunteers. This 1994 
updated videotape and supporting materials cover recognizing and reporting child abuse. 
 

Youth Protection: Boy Scout and Cub Scout Leader Training Module, No. AV-09V010. 
This is an abbreviated version of the 90-minute Youth Protection Training course released in 
1988, with materials specifically tailored for leaders working with Cub Scout-age and Boy 
Scout-age youth. 
 

A Time to Tell, No. AV-09V004. This award-winning youth protection program dramatizes 
three abuse situations and what to do about them. It was designed to be viewed by 11- to 14-
year-old boys and can be used by non-Scout groups and organizations. 
 

It Happened to Me, No. AV-09V011. This training program has been developed for the 6- to 
9-year-old male audience. It is designed to educate this age group, through five scenarios, on 
the issue of sexual abuse and the "trickery" involved in luring young victims. 
Youth Protection: Personal Safety Awareness No. AV09V027. A presentation for any young 
person in the 14-20 age range. It is made up of vignettes dealing with the issues of 
acquaintance rape, Internet safety, stalking, and fraternization. Each scenario is followed by 
instruction for local group discussions and a teen panel with pertinent advice regarding each 
situation. 
 

Youth Protection Guidelines: Training for Adult Venturing Leaders No. AF-03V14. This 
training for Venturing leaders provides an overview of the developmental transitions 
experienced by young people of Venturing age and how those transitions relate to the 
personal safety concerns of the Venturing program. 
All persons responsible for youth safety must understand and appreciate Scouting's position of 
zero tolerance for child abuse or victimization in any form. Unit leaders should report any 
suspected abuse to the local council Scout executive. 
 

Hazing and Initiations All forms of hazing, initiations, ridicule, or inappropriate teasing are 
prohibited and should not be allowed.

17. We will notify, in case of serious trouble, our local council service center, our parents, or

other local contact.
18. If more than one vehicle is used to transport our group, we will establish rendezvous points

at the start of each day and not attempt to have drivers closely follow the group vehicle in
front of them.
